INTRO:

These images and data are the work of EVOMS. I had a lot of trouble with my slave and accumulator, so this kit for me was meant to dump those parts into the trash. An added benefit was that shift uptake is now completely predictable. It is a huge improvement. I have had success with multiple other vendors too…but EVOMS needs to be given credit for a creative and well executed kit that makes the 996/997 Turbo shifting precise the way it should be.

This is meant to be a web friendly (small size) version of the new Evolution GT2 slave cylinder mod installation sheet. My local issues were with the plug location(s)….these pictures go a long way to helping people. I love my kit and lack of accumulator and slave!

The installation of this clutch master and slave conversion kit requires professional experience and should not be attempted without the help of a certified automotive technician.  There are nine (9) major steps of the installation process and this manual will outline each different area individually. The nine major installation groups are as follows:

1. Removal of the Power steering pomp from the engine compartment in order to disconnect the internal drive gear

2. Removal of the OEM clutch slave cylinder—replacement with the EVOMS unit

3. Blocking off the OEM slave cylinder lines from the PS pump to the OEM clutch slave cylinder

4. Removal of the OEM pedal master cylinder and assist spring

5. Fluid flush of the existing PS reservoir, lines to the clutch master and from the clutch master to the slave cylinder

6. Installation of the EVOMS pedal master cylinder and clutch assist spring

7. Reconnecting of the hydraulic lines from the OEM reservoir to the new pedal master cylinder as well as from the master to the new slave cylinder and included soft hydraulic line

8. Fill the system with the included: ATE DOT 4 BRAKE FLUID. The new EVOMS system requires brake fluid and using the OEM Pentosin CH11F will damage the seals in the new master and slave cylinders and destroy them. Bleed the system with the recommended OEM procedure.

9. Install new clutch master cylinder reservoir cover “DOT 4 fluid only”

Please follow the above steps in the order listed.  If the steps cannot be followed in the order listed, it is OK to move around, however be aware of the potential damage that can occur to the new components if Pentosin fluid is used / mixed instead of the included DOT 4 Brake fluid.  This is the most critical part of the installation that CANNOT be overlooked for any reason.
